OXING has a place for any man,
B no matter how small he is. pro-
viding he has the grit and ti€
endurance, the speed and the engfigy.
So I say that a man can bek
strong no matter how mueh natun
handicapped him by giving him
of inches, or a small frame. Even,
in ill-healih can be made strong, e
exercise promotes health. In tu
cle can be made to grow on
heclthy body, and with muscle wiljftond
strength. ,
Some of the strongest men Jfknow are
little fellows; that is, littlf<so far as
height goes, for in every otHer way they
are miniature giants. And ofpst of them
are strong today because the§ got tired
of being snubbed and imposéq on for
their lack of inches and their d&yth of
strength.

Almost anyone who earnestly dedjges
to, can make himself strong; not jR{st
ordinarily strong, but very much stronj
er than the average man, little or big
And to become strong—to add size and
strength to your body, or in other words
to develop it—takes much less time than
to cultivate the mind.

But at present the weak and undevel-
oped man who wishes to become strong
and healthy has to have recourse to the
services of private teachers who will
give him the kind of individual training
his case demands. And such people are
legion. :

It has come to be recognized that sys-
tematic physical training will do as
much for the body as systematic study
will do for the mind. More and more
people are becoming interested in ac-
quiring for themselves beantiful, sha
ly, strong and healthy bodies. -

And interest is the secret of develop-
ment. Any teacher will tell you that
a boy will learn vastly more about a
subject in which he is interested, than in
a subject which bores him. :

“Why, that son-of-a-gun
couldn’t punch a dent in a pound of
batter,” Scotty exclaimed.

on Griffo’s part. Griffo never seemed
to go at top speed in any of his fights.
Put him in the ring with a slow man
and Griffo seemed just about as slow,
merely “nosing his opponent out on
speed; also, pot him in with a very fast
man, he speeded up just enough to
make the fast man look slow. All of
this without any apparent effort on his
part. There was none of the speed or
dash in Griffo’s boxing such as was dis-
played in the fistic work of a Jim Cor-
bett or Jim Driscoll. Griffo never made
his opponent miss by a mile but rather
they missed him by a hair's breadth.
There was no jumping away or step-
ping back in Griffo’s work. He simply
stepped in close on his opponent’s leads
working like a well-oiled, perfect ma-
chine. There were no spectacular
bursts of speed and no misses. For in-
stance, I never saw him miss a left-jab,
if such it may be called. His jabs dis-
played no sudden bursts of speed or ef-
fect of jolt. He simply seemed to reach
forth and place his open palm on his
opponent’s face at will—a few of these
jabs and his opponent would sail in
furiously with a volley of punches
which were slipped, or easily blocked
and then followed a flurry of punches
on Griffo’s part. Griffo hitting him
everywhere and then a clinch. At the
clinch, Griffo’s arms would spread wide
apart just to showthat it was not he
who was hanging on and to show that
he didn't wish to waste any time in
clinches. Then the referee prying the
opponent loose. Griffo very seldom
blocked body punches with his hands or
arms. When a body punch was shot in,
he’d merely bend his body back out of
harm’s way, meanwhile paying all of
his attentions to his opponent’s head.
Though I have seen him stop body

e
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punches with the back of his left hand
placing his hand at the exact spot
where the punch was intended to land
This stop I have never seen worked b=
any other fighter, probably becacse

.they lack the uncanny accuracy that

Griffo possessed. As the round wot!<
end, Griffo’s opponent would walk tc
his corner, wide-eyed and bewilders2
breathing heavily but uninjured, whie
Griffo would lounge in his corner, his
horse chest barely moving, patient!s
awaiting the next gong.

What a terrific heart and lung power
that huge chest muost have possesssd
This, in my opinion, was the secret of
Griffo’s success. To go through tie
wear and tear of battle round after
round, always fresh and with som=
thing in reserve. But this could not
last forever; Griffo was said to have
been on the down grade before he left
Australia. Ducking punches seemed to
be a waste of effort, from Griffo’s poizt
of view and only once do I remember
seeing him duck a blow and this was s
beautiful double duck of left and right
hooks such as Jim Corbett used to pzt
over in his palmy days. Griffo was
content to stop swings and hooks by
merely elevating his elbows and I have
often seen frantic swingers landing
their arms on his elbow points. He wes
a most formidable looking pug in ap-
pearance, bullet-headed, beetle-browed
—with an enormous gorilla-like chest
covered with hair like a door mat. His
arms were rather short and his legs
somewhat spindled and inclined - to
knock-knees. The expression of his
face was rather that of a good-natured
goblin. His mouth, while boxing, wes
usually half-open, disclosing a set of
rather ragged front teeth, like cloves
His nose was of rather large, Jewish

type, while his eyes danced like hlack

shoe-buttons. I will never forget his
_entrance to the ring and as he swung
down the aisle, his pudgy body envel-
oped in a rather dingy bathrobe, his
bullet head bobbing and his goblin
smile as the surrounding crowd stood
on their feet and roared.
“Eigh, Griffo Ol
bloomin’ blighter up.”
And Griffo stepped into the ring,
with the air of 2 man getting home—
just where he belonged. There was
none of the tenseness or solemnity de-
picted on his face such as is generally
beheld on fighters entering the arena.
But why should Griffo worry, he was
certainly not going to be hit and he
" knew it. And then the gong. Griffo
was up and alert. He immediately be-
gan feinting and crowding his antago-
nist. His chin on chest, his shoe but-
- ton eyes seeming to bore holes in his
opponent’s consciousness, till in a sort
of desperation, he’d lead. Griffo al-
ways tantalized his opponent into a
lead and blocked all punches or count-
ered with consumate ease. He'd plant
- his left to the face at will, and he’'d
hold it there while he hooked his right
to the body or jaw. He seemed to have
the mind of a big, good-natured boy,
and took mo delight in inflicting pun-
ishment. I never saw one of his oppo-
nents leave the ring marked up or
bruised in any way. But when Griffo
would become peeved, he'd pile- in and
punch more vigorously. Such must
have happened in his battle with Jack
McAuliff, the lightweight champion.
Griffo was plainly robbed of the deci-
sion in this battle, he not only gave the
great McAuliffe a boxing lesson, but a
good beating besides, and McAuliffe
left the ring that night with a bloody
face and two beantiful black eyes.
From all newspaper accounts, Griffo
won by a mile and should have been
crowned lightweight champion. but

those were the days of crooked referees
and rotten decisions.

His battle with Kid Lavigne was a
beautiful exhibition of real boxing sci-
ence. Lavigne was noted as something
of a man-killer—a slugger absolutely
irristable. The crowd gathered that
night to witness the downfall of Griffo.
“Had not Lavigne licked Walcott?
Then where did Griffo get off?” Well,
Griffo got off with Lavigne as easily as
he had with all the rest of his oppo-
nents.

Lavigne began by tearing into Griffo
with a do or die look on his face. But
his punches were landing nowhere.
They went sliding over Griffo’s should-
ers, around his neck and everywhere
except where they were aimed at. And
all the time Griffo was standing toe to
toe with him, hitting him everywhere,
mostly inside of his leads. Griffo's
punching consisted mostly of inside
counters. His fighting pose was most
unosual. He stood not in the wusual
attitude of fighters, with his left side,
shoulder and arm extended, but with
his chest squarely forward, half cov-
ered by his right arm while his left
hung at a considerably lower angle.
He looked amazingly easy to hit but
in all his bouts witnessed by the writer,
not a single punch was ever landed on
him. In the most furious mix-ups
Griffo seemed to have eyes like a house
fly that could see in all directions at
once. His defense secmed to lic mostly
in the crooks of his elbows. Griffo’s
boxing was said to have been on the de-
cline before he left Australia, and
therefore he was never seen at his best
while fighting in the U. S. A. He re-
fused absolutely to train for any of his
contests. His whole exercise seems to
have been in walking from barroom to
barroom, and quenching his mixed ale
thirst. Lou Houseman, his manager at
the time. used to frame ta have him ar-

‘was done for.

rested on the day preceding a fight as
a sort of guarantee that Griffo would
not enter the ring too drunk to box.
Griffo's Paunch grew to Aldermanic
proportions and still this wizard of the
ring kept on doing his stuff without
meeting defeat. -

His last, or one of his last fights, was
with Joe Gans, the old master. Griffo
was said to have trained faithfully for
this bout and on entering the ring he
seemed to be in very good condition.
“I'm going to lick you Joe,” he an-
nounced to Gans, as they shook hands
in the center of the ring. And for five
rounds he did his stuff with Gans.
breaking through his marvelous defense
and in fact, almost making 2 sucker of
him, but that much abused heart ané
lune power refused further to function
—his speed was ebbing rapidly awar.
and in the seventh round he knew he
He backed away from
Gans and ran into his own cormer—
hands in the air begging his own sec-
onds.“Don’t let 'im ‘it me! Don't let
‘im ‘it me!” Thus ended the greatest
marvel the prize ring ever produced.
Griffo has often been asked who tanght
him to box and the answer was “No-
body.” It was simply a God given gift.
Griffo was decidedly lacking in intelli-
gence and his boxing was surely not
the result of instructions—or study, but
simply born in him.

Probably the cleverest ducking Griffo
ever did was on Desplaines Street, Chi-
cago. This was when a policeman was
trying to put him under arrest. Grifio
balked at the proceedings and refused
to accompany the brass-buttoned gen-
tleman. Whereupon the cop, as was
the custom in those days, jerked out his
club, and proceeded to bang away at
Griffo’s head. Griffo, frantically ex-
postulating, easily ducked the descend-
ing club, much to the amusement of the
onlookers. Finally another cop rushed
over from across the_street and be.
too, pulled his club and proceeded
to pound at Griffo’s dome, and for
what seemed five minutes, the two cops
pounded vigorously at Griffo’s bobbing
head without landing a single blow.
Finally one of the officers changed his
tactics and began to club Griffo’s legs
and body. “I give up! 1 give up!”’
shouted Griffo—“take me to the bloody
lock-up, if you want to!” The patrol
wagon arrived and Griffo rode away
followed by wild cheers of the spec

tators.

Practical Suggestions For
Amateurs

It is impossible to teach boxing
throyeh these columns, but we can tell
you how to strengthen your body and
preserve your health—the greatest
riches any man can have. One can do
this by taking up some form of ath-
Jetics—not mnecessarily boxing, though
boxing is about the best exercise there
is.

Get sufficient sleep, eight hours if
possible. Arise early. An hour after
breakfast take a brisk walk, breathing
long, deep breaths of fresh air. Al-
ways breathe through the nose. If you
are getting ready for a boxing contest, -

& hundred yards; keep this up for from
three to four miles. After your walk
take a moderste cold bath (shower, if
possible).

second from stopping a fight to save his
man from useless punishment or prob-
able danger. This change was suggest-
ed in the March issue of SELF-DEFENSE
and it is gratifying to learn-that our
worthy commission has seen the advis-
ability of making such revision.

The action of the commission will
help eliminate the familiar spectacle of
a boxer being sent out to continue a con-
test in which he is hopelessly outclassed
and in danger of probable injury.
