In running his winning sequence at Eastern 
Parkway to four, Joey Giardello, 155, Phila-
delphia, edged out Joey Giambra, 155, Buffalo, 
in a rough, brawling ten spiced by frequent 
warnings from Referee Harry Ebbets for foul 
tactics. .Giardello was penalized the third 
and Giambra the fourth for low punching, 
apd throughout the fracas both boys also were

the chief offender. and this apparently counted 
against him in the final scoring. Though the 
decision in Giardello's favor was unanimous 
with all three officials, the Philadelphian's 
margin was slight. It was a bruising affair 
all the way, and both rivals had to fight 
themselves out of some rough spots.

New York, Dec. 18 (IP) — Billy 
Graham, 30-year-old veteran of 115 
pro-fights, hopes to regain lost 
prestige tommIrow night in a ten-
round rematch with Joey Giardello, 
his August 4 conqueror. 

Beaten by Giardello and then 
soundly whipped by Kid Gavilan in 
his second welter title bid, Graham 
needs a win to stay with the top 
rankers. 

1 The Madison Square Garden 
match, scheduled for 10 p. m., will 
be carried on network radio (ABC) 
and television (NBC). 

Graham's career record of 98 
wins, nine defeats and eight draws 
makes him a choice to even mat-
ters with the brawling Philadelphia 
counter-puncher. 

When Graham lost a split deci-
sion to Gavilan for the welter title 
in 1951, they called him the "un-
crowned champ." Most newsmen at 
ringside thought the New Yorker 
had won it. 

Record Not Impressive 

However, Billy has only a 4-2-1 
record this year, beating Jimmy 
Herring, Mike Gillo, Art Solo and 
Carmen Basilio while drawing with 
Rocky Castellani -and losing to 
,Giardello and Gavilan.

It isn't often that TV fans get a chance to see 
what a- real old time dock fight looks like, but they 
got it in New York recently when Joe Giardello 
and Tuzo Portuguez fought ten vicious, dirty 
rounds at the Eastern Parkway Arena. Butting, 
use of elbows, hitting on the breaks, use of knees—
in fact everything that is termed a foul under the 
rules of boxing except gouging—the boys ap-
parently didn't know how to handle that properly 
—was on display. 

There even was an attempt by one of the seconds, 
Joe Friday, handling Portuguez, to get into the 
ring, probably to take a pot shot at someone. 
Referee Ruby Goldstein had his hands full. He 
took away two rounds, one from each fighter for 

rougn playing. For this, Friday was suspended on the spot 
by Commissioner Christenberry. 

Goldstein would have done well had he tossed both fighters 
out of the ring, but he did an excellent job by curbing the 
men after halting the bout and warning them. The fight 
was the roughest, most turbulent affair seen in New York 
since the Zivic-Bummy Davis fracas. It was a disgraceful 
exhibition, one that gave the televiewers an opportunity to 
see the type of boxing that was outlawed when boxing 
commissions took over. 

Let's have no more of this. With television at home

Few remember that Joey earned the title shot with Olson when he agreed to take on Willie Troy when Troy was 
the most feared middleweight in the world at that time. This fight and the Bobby Boyd fight (when Boyd was 
No. ! after beating Gene Fullmer) I think were his greatest victories and he actually got in top condition for bp-
which was very rare for Joey.

GIARDELLO PLANS 
TO FIGHT OLSON 

Joe Giardello, young Philadel-
phia middleweight, is Shown here

Giardello was signed to fight Olson in San Francisco in Nov. 1954 and was away at training camp in Jersey (i'll 
look up which training camp) when he snuck out to have a little fun in Atlantic City. On his way back to camp 
around dawn, he was involved in a auto accident on the Garden State Parkway when his car flipped over three 
times. One of his friends was said to have lost an eye in the accident and Joey broke the cartliges in his knee. 
He spent weeks at St. Agnes hospital before he was released. Frenchman Pierre Langlois substituted for Joey 
against Olson. 
Not long after on Holloween night 1954 Joey, while on crutches, was out partying witrh some friends when he 

decided to get some gas and they stopped at a gas station on Broad Street across from Father Devine's 
Heaven. As they were getting gas from a black station attendant the congregation was just leaving " Father 
Devine's" when one of the occupants of Joey's car started making rude remarks about the Churchgoers and 
Joey said to the attendant not to mind what the fellow was saying because he had a big mouth and the 
attendant was said to reply, "all you guineas have big mouths." One of the guys in Joey's car jumped out 
an punched the attendant and as they drove away somebody thru a gas can that shattered Joey's cadillac rear 
window. They went back an tore up the gas station (which was owned by an Italian). Joey claimed he never got 
out of the car because he couldn't walk but one of his guys grabbed his crutch and hit the attendant with it. 
Later that night The police, with the gas station attendant, picked up the guys and the attendant identified all but 
Giardello as the ones who assauted him and damaged the station. But a few days later Joey was picked up 
and charged with riotous assault. Joey always claimed that he was brought in as a political ploy by District 
Attourney Richardson Dillworth, who was running for mayor, to court the black vote in the coming election. 

One more thing I want to say about Giardello. After scoring his third straight KO at Madison Square Garden (on 
national T.V.) over Willie Troy, Giardello was promised a shot at Olson for the title that summer at an outdoor 
New York ballpark. But Al Neiman who managed Rocky Castellani offered Sid Flaherty $125 thousand to meet 
Castellani who was No.2 contender behind Giardello. Being this was $25 thousand more than the IBC 
guarantee for an Olson defense against Giardello, Flaherty and the IBC accepted Castellani over Joey. 
Giardello seemed to go into a free fall after this, losing a huge upset to Langlois and barely sqeezing by Bobby 
Jones and Tiger Jones and on top of this his son Carmine was born retarded. Only after this was Joey granted 
a shot at Olson who was the IBC house fighter. Giardello might have had underworld people in his 
management but they werent the right ones. Joey will still tell you that Blinky stole the Saxton fight from him 89  
and his people and Blinky were not exactly on good terms.

Giardello De rving Of Prison 

Middleweight xer Joey Giardello was sen-
tenced on June 10 to from six to 18 months in the 
county prison on charges of riot and conspiracy 
to riot. 

Giardello's attorney immediately announced that 
he would appeal the sentence and Joey was re-
leased on bail pending the outcome of the appeal. 

Giardello was charged with taking part in the 
beating of Howard Short 29, an attendent at a 
gasoline station in Philadelphia. It was testified 
at the trial that Giardello hit Short with a crutch 
and threw almost half a dozen cans of oil through 
a plate glass window. 

Three men who were with Giardello the night 
of the disturbance pleaded guilty to assault and 
battery. Testimony was introduced which showed 
that after Giardello hit Small with the crutch the 
three men with Joey jumped the gas station em-
ployer and gave him a vicious beating, after which 
they destroyed everything in sight. A Coca Cola 
machine, gas pumps, oil racks, and broke several 
large plate glass windows. 

The pugnacious boxer whose real name is Car-
mine Tilello appeared in court nattily dressed, and 
the toughie accepted the sentence with no outward 
show of emotion. • 

Judge Little who sentenced Giardello also di-
rected the boxer to pay the costs of the trial and to 
make restitution for damages to the gasoline 
station, 

I have no sympathy at all for Giardello who 
for many years now has been associating with the 
hoodlum element of Philadelphia. Despite the fact 
that he has a very lovely wife and three small 
children, (the real sufferers in this tragedy) he 
has not paid strict attention to either his family or 
to the boxing game, and both have suffered through 
his escapades. 

There cannot be one rule for one man and an-
other rule for another. It would have been a mis-
carriage of justice if Giardello would have been 
let off with a suspended sentence, just because he 
happens to be a top rate prizefighter. 

The six months in the county jail may give 
Giardello a little time to think over the harm he 
has done to his family, to boxing, and to himself. 

For the sake of his family, I would like to see 
Joey straighten himself out and fly right, and 

since he is only 24 years old he may still find a 
place in the pugilistic sun. 

But as for now, Giardello should be made to 
serve his jail term.

GIARDELLO PAROLED 
• A United Press Dispatch out of 

Philadelphia: 
Middleweight contender Joey Giardello 

was paroled from Holmesburg Prison today 
after he said: "I learned my lesson and 
I know the way to go now." The 24-year-old 
Philadelphian served 15 weeks of a six to 
1R-month sentence for slugging gas station 
attendant Howard Short in October of 1954.

A little Philadelphia boxing lore: back in the 
1950's when philly gym wars were at their peak - a very rugged philly 
boxer was sparring with Giardello and getting a little more rambunctious 
than was necessary (trying to take Giardello's "name")when Joey finally 
nailed him (Joey could punch when he was so inclined) and flattened him 
- and then put the shoes to him. For the rest of his career nobody ever 
took liberties with Giardello in a Philly gym. 

II. As if acting on a hunch, the year's second 
largest count of 3,661 turned up for the 
Toey Giardello-Ralph (Tiger) Jones bout at 
Miami Beach. and it paid off for -them and 
for Joey. What happened was Jones show-
ered leather on - Giardello for a half-minute during the third round when all of a sudden.

In a thrilling and bruising battle between two crafty veterans, Joey 

Giardello staged a furious assault in the tenth and final round to 

edge out a split verdict over Holly Mims at the New Capitol Arena in 

Washington, D. C. Joey, cut over both eyes and staggered by a volley 
of punches in the eighth round, fought his way out of the fog and 

closed out with a last ditch rally that gained him the fight. It was a 

big step back for the Philadelphian who had lost his three previous 

contests and needed to win to remain among the contenders in the 

middleweight division. 

One last thing I want to mention about Giardello : 
When he was serving time in 1955 for the gas station incident, his father, who Joey idolized, passed away. 
Joey was brought to the funeral pollar under guard. Joey was so upset about the shame he brought to his dad 
that he went up and swore on his father's casket that he would win the middleweight championship for his dad. 
(this story was first broken by Jack McKinney before the Fullmer fight and repeated by Larry Merchant after the 
Tiger title win). 

It proved to be anything but easy due to the runaround he got. After beating Bobby Boyd, George Gainsford 
promised Joey a title shot after the Fullmer fight (Jan. '57). Of course Fullmer won and Joey got sidelined. Then 
when Joey beat Rory Calhoun in May he eliminated a dangerous opponent that Gainsford wanted no part of 
and he promised Joey the next shot. Of course the big outdoor Yankee Stadium extravaganza with Basilio 
came up and Joey was again out. Joey who had kept himself in pretty good shape (for him) during the whole 18 
months, winning and thinking he was next in line finally got discouraged and blew some fights but his reaq6ess 
to take on anybody always brought him back in the limelight. That is how he got the shot at Fullmer and later 
with Tiger, and always remembering the vow he made on his father's casket kept him going.
